If a 2nd or 3™ bag of saline must be opened to give a patient a bolus of saline
during treatment or for rinseback, a PRN order needs to be placed for each
additional bag of saline opened. (PRN medications can only be “Given” once
per treatment, so every bag that is used must have a separate PRN order.)

The bag of saline is documented as “Given” in the Medications/Imn tab of
Real-Time Charting (RTC) under the PRN medications. The specific details of
how much saline was given with each bolus is charted in the Treatment
